Spain stands out worldwide for its world-class network of air, land, rail, and maritime
infrastructure, as well as the quality of its services.

Located in a privileged position in Southern Europe, where major global trade
routes converge, Spain offers easy access to a global market of over 500 million
consumers in Europe. It also acts as a redistribution hub for EU foreign trade with
the rest of the world, especially Africa and the Americas.

Extensive Transport & Infrastructure Network

Spain has 46 ports along more than 8,000 km of coastline, with the ports of Bahia de
Algeciras, Valencia, and Barcelona ranked among the Top 10 in Europe for container
traffic and liner shipping connectivity (UNCTAD).

Spain is the European leader—and second worldwide—in high-speed rail,
with over 3,900 kilometers in operation, and has the most extensive road network
in Europe, with over 17,550 kilometers.

The connectivity sought by the EU through the development of the Trans-
European Transport Network (TEN-T) includes two of the nine multimodal European
corridors that run through Spain. These are considered priorities by the European
Union, as they are key routes for the movement of goods and people:

+ The Mediterranean Corridor connects Spanish Mediterranean seaports with
a rail corridor linking North Africa and Central Europe via Spain.

+ The Atlantic Corridor provides inland and maritime connections between the
Iberian Peninsula and France and Germany, which together account for 12%
of the EU’s GDP.

A Large Number of Logistics Platforms

Spain has more than 279 logistics parks, covering a total area of over 82.9 million
square meters. These platforms are primarily linked to maritime (48%) and road
transport (41%).
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Logistics From Spain

The logistics and transport sector is one of the most dynamic in the Spanish economy.

Key figures:

+ The transport and logistics sector accounts for 2,72% of Spain’s GDP.

* Annual turnover reaches €112,6 billion and the sector employs 707,000 people.

+ There are approximately 156,657 companies operating in the sector.

+ International freight mobility: Maritime transport 78,3%, road transport 20,7 3%
and rail and air transport together 1%.

+ Road transport represents 96% of the total goods volume moved in Spain.

About Ponentia Logistics is developing a large industrial and logistics centre linked to a railway terminal, located
in the region of La Litera (Huesca), between Aragon and Catalonia, at the foot of the A-22 motorway
(between exits 22 and 27). Work will begin in November 2024.

The Railway Terminal, with a surface area of 165,000 m2, will have 5 lanes for receiving and
dispatching goods, 4 loading lanes operated by overhead cranes, with a manoeuvring handle of 950
metres, capacity for 200 reefer connection points, cross-docking warehouses as well as incorporating a
customs point within the infrastructure.

The project will allow the development of intermodal transport in the Ebro Valley, an area of great
importance in the agri-food sector. Committed to promoting trade with Europe and Asia, through the
railway connection along the Silk Road.
